Another	cardboard	loom	class	was	proposed	
for	January	or	February	at	the	library.	We	need	
4	or	5	to	teach	this.

“black	coral”	piece	in	her	pine	needle	basket.		
Seems	it’s	really	made	of	petroleum	that	is	
cracking.	It	was	thought	best	to	use	air-drying	
clay	to	seal	the	cracks.
